Change Chart Types by Inserting Objects

2. Select Insert Object from the TurningPoint toolbar.
The Insert Object menu opens.
3. Select Charts to display the Charts submenu.

4. Select the type of chart you would like to appeaathe slide.

Save the Presentation Slides

Your TurningPoint slides are saved as part of yegular PowerPoint (.ppt) presentation
file. You can share this file with other TurningRbusers.

Note

You can safely open the presentation on computersitivout
TurningPoint installed, but you cannot use the TurnngPoint features.
You should not edit the TurningPoint slides on a amputer without
TurningPoint installed.

To save your presentation...
1. Select File > Save As... from the PowerPoint menu.
The Save As window opens.

2. Select a location to save the file and type a diea for the file in the space
provided.

You should keep the .ppt extension in the filenaonensure that PowerPoint
opens the presentation file.

3. Select the Save button to save your file.

TurningPoint saves all of the presentation levdirsgs that you defined in the
Settings menu to the presentation itself. Whengpen the presentation on a
different computer, the saved presentation set@ngsised instead of the
computer's default settings. This function presemair custom settings so that
you do not have to reapply them every time you appresentation on a new
computer.

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When you are ready to use the Student
Response System in the Classroom:

1. Plug the receiver in a USB port on the monitor or computer

2. Click on the TurningPoint 2008 icon on your desktop

3. Open the presentation which contains the questions by clicking on File —
Open and navigate to the ppt

4. Click on Reset then on Session (on the Turning Point Toolbar) and the charts
B [reset-| @ b | msertsl
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5. Start the presentation slide show

6. Advance through the slides having the participants answer the questions by
using the enter, arrows or mouse click (same as a normal PowerPoint)

This toolbar will display when the PowerPoint is in slide show mode. Run the
cursor over the icon to see what they are to be used for. F9 toggles the

toolbar
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7. Click on the Save icon (floppy disk) on the Turning Point Toolba r to save
your session. If you are in a classroom, it is best to save your session to a thumb
drive. It is important that you use the Save icon on the Turning Point Toolbar.
Using the regular PowerPoint toolbar File — Save co  mmand will NOT save
the data.

8. Reports can be generated by opening the session using the Tools — Turning
Reports command on the Turning Point Toolbar.
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
